OMC Provides Vital Tools at Upcoming 
Mediator Training
Bloomfield Hills, Michigan… People face conflict every single day of their life. OMC offers the 40-Hour Civil Mediator Training to any individual who wishes to learn skills to help others workout their disputes. 
This highly interactive training will equip participants with conflict management, communication, facilitation, and negotiation skills. Through a combination of role plays, demonstrations, large group discussions, and videos, this training will take participants through the entire mediation process, from the pre-mediation meeting to the completed memorandum of agreement. 
The training will be held February 19, 26 & March 5, 12, 19, 2010 from 8:30am to 5:00pm each day. Attendance at all sessions is required in order to receive a certificate of completion. The cost of the training is $995 and includes continental breakfast, lunch, snack and course materials. This training is approved by the State Court Administrative Office (SCAO) and fulfills the training requirement to be listed on Michigan court rosters.
The training will be delivered by David Bihl, a  mediator and certified trainer with over 5000 hours of facilitation experience. He facilitated trainings for representatives of businesses, government, courts across Michigan. He has mediated a variety of cases types including: divorce, parenting time, neighbor, probate, breach of contract, and school.
